Acting as a student host is an important service to UNH and the department of athletics.  Ap​propriate conduct is required of you by institutional, conference and NCAA standards.  

1.
You must be enrolled as a full-time student at UNH to serve as a student host.  If you are a freshman, you must have been a “qualifier” out of high school.

2.
Only you shall be provided money with which to entertain only yourself, the prospect, the prospect’s parents (legal guardians) or spouse.  Other students may assist with hosting the prospect but shall pay for their own entertainment.

3.
A maximum of $30 per day may be provided to cover the entertainment expenses of both yourself and the prospect.  You may be provided with an additional $15 per day for each additional prospect entertained by you.

4.
No cash may be given to the visiting prospect or anyone else.

5.
You may not use entertainment funds to purchase, or otherwise provide, gifts of value (e.g., souve​nirs or clothing) for the prospect or his or her family, spouse and friends.

6.
You may not use vehicles provided or arranged for by any institutional staff member or booster.

7.
You may not transport the prospect or anyone accompanying the prospect more than 30 miles from the campus.

8.
You should not allow recruiting conversations to occur, on or off campus, between the pros​pect and a booster.  (If an unplanned meeting occurs, only an exchange of greetings is permissible.)  All contacts with a booster should be reported to the Compliance Office.

9.
The prospect may participate in physical workouts or other recreational activities provided they are not organized or observed by members of the athletics department coaching staff and they are not designed to test the athletic ability of the prospect.  

10.
You may receive a complimentary admission (no hard tickets) when accompanying a pros​pect to a campus athletics event.

11. The following activities are strictly prohibited: Underage use of alcohol, use of drugs or sex as a recruiting device, any activity that violates criminal law, gambling/gaming activities of any kind, or the use of strippers/use of gentlemen’s club or an equivalent.
